Výchova k demokratickému občanství se zaměřuje na vytváření a upevňování takových postojů a hodnotové orientace žáků, které jsou potřebné pro fungování a zdokonalování demokracie. Nejde však pouze o postoje, hodnoty a jejich preference, ale také o budování občanské gramotnosti žáků, tj. osvojení si faktické, věcné a normativní stránky jednání odpovědného aktivního občana.

Výchova k demokratickému občanství se netýká jen společenskovědní oblasti vzdělávání, v níž se nejvíce realizuje, ale prostupuje celým vzděláváním a nezbytnou podmínkou její realizace je také demokratické klima školy, otevřené k rodičům a k širší občanské komunitě v místě školy.
Přínos tématu k naplňování cílů rámcového vzdělávacího programu 
K odpovědnému a demokratickému občanství je třeba mít dostatečně rozvinuté klíčové kompetence (komunikativní kompetence, personální a sociální kompetence, kompetence k řešení problémů a k práci s informacemi,…), proto je jejich rozvíjení při výchově k demokratickému občanství velmi významné.  
Kromě toho jsou žáci vedeni k tomu, aby:
− měli vhodnou míru sebevědomí, sebeodpovědnosti a schopnost morálního úsudku;

− byli připraveni si klást základní existenční otázky a hledat na ně odpovědi a řešení;

− byli schopni odolávat myšlenkové manipulaci;

− dovedli jednat s lidmi, diskutovat o citlivých nebo kontroverzních otázkách, hledat kompromisní řešení;

− byli ochotni se angažovat nejen pro vlastní prospěch, ale i pro veřejné zájmy a ve prospěch lidí v jiných zemích a na jiných kontinentech;

− vážili si materiálních a duchovních hodnot, dobrého životního prostředí a snažili se je chránit a zachovat pro budoucí generace.

Pardon
We all know that a pardon lets people to be released from prison where they are for their crimes. What some people may not know is that a pardon can be given before a person goes to prison, or even before they go to court. It has the power to stop any criminal trial against a person. The president can give a pardon to anyone he or she wants without consulting anybody for any crime committed. A person given the pardon can avoid going to prison, paying a fine, doing community service or in the US even capital punishment.

Pardons can be given by the government of the country, by president or by a monarch. Queen Elizabeth II can give her royal pardons freely in The United Kingdom, but in other countries in which she is a head of state there are limitations.

Pardons exist as a safety mechanism because the juridical system isn't without mistakes and this allows a single authority to correct them.

People who feel that they were wrongfully convicted can write to the president or other authority and asks for a pardon, or people that are very old and ill because they are thought to be less dangerous to be let out. However, some innocent people refuse the pardon because that would mean they admit their guilt and would rather wait for revision of their case.

Post-humous pardons can be given when a person was found innocent but had already died. These pardons often have symbolical meaning. This was the case of Alan Turing, an English mathematician, who during WW II decoded Nazi code Enigma which saved thousands of lives. However, he was prosecuted for being gay because the homosexuality was illegal in the UK at the time. He committed suicide at the age of 41. He was given a posthumous pardon in 2013 and his criminal records were wiped out.

President Barack Obama gave many pardons during his last year in the office for drug offences. In the 90s the USA was “tough on crime” and declared “war on drugs” by giving harsh punishments for people that distributed and had drugs in their possession including marijuana. But the times have changed and marijuana has become legal in many American states while some people were still in prison for selling it. Obama wanted to change that because he knew that being in prison for something that was no longer illegal was wrong. However, there are still my people serving their long sentences to this day.

Pardons can also be a source of controversy. In extreme cases, some pardons may be seen as acts of corruption by officials so they can grant immunity to their friends and political allies.

The most controversial pardon to date in the Czech Republic was given by Miloš Zeman to a convicted murderer and burglar who was serving a life sentence. He even escaped from prison a few times but was recaptured. He was pardoned in 2017 and since then has lived in Brno.

House of Lords of the United Kingdom  

 
The House of Lords is the upper house of the Parliament of the United Kingdom. Like the House of Commons, it meets in the Palace of Westminster. 
Members of the House of Lords are appointed from the peerage, and 26 archbishops and bishops in Church of England. Most Lords are life peers, appointed by the monarch on the advice of the Prime Minister or House of Lords Appointments Commission, but they also include hereditary peers. 
To be a life peer means that their titles are only for them and their children will not have the same title. In contrast with hereditary peers whose children will inherit the title as well. The number of hereditary peers was restricted to 92. Currently none of those are women. Most hereditary peerages can be inherited only by men. 
While the House of Commons has a defined number of members, the number of members in the House of Lords is not fixed. Currently, it has 800 sitting members.  
The House of Lords reviews and amends bills that have been approved by the House of Commons. While it is unable to prevent Bills passing into law, except in certain limited circumstances, it can delay Bills and force the Commons to reconsider their decisions. Bills can be introduced into either the House of Lords or the House of Commons. While members of the Lords may also take on roles as government ministers, high-ranking officials such as cabinet ministers are usually chosen from the Commons. 
The Queen's Speech is delivered in the House of Lords during the State Opening of Parliament. 
 
History 
The House of Lords developed from the "Great Council" that advised the King during medieval times. This royal council came to be composed of religious authorities, nobility, and representatives of the counties of England and Wales. 
The 19th century made several changes to the House of Lords. The power of the House decreased, while that of the House of Commons grew.  
Until the establishment of the Supreme Court in 2009, the House of Lords, through the Law Lords, acted as the final court of appeal in the United Kingdom judicial system.  
Nowadays, it has the power to introduce bills, except the bills dealing with taxes. It can delay bills, but not for more than two parliamentary sessions, or one calendar year. Some types of bills can be presented for monarch approval without the consent of the House of Lords (i.e., the Commons can override the Lords' veto). 
The House of Lords does not control the term of the prime minister or of the government. Only the lower house may force the prime minister to resign or call elections by passing a motion of no-confidence. 
 
Qualifications 
Several different qualifications apply for membership of the House of Lords. No person may sit in the House of Lords if under the age of 21. Furthermore, only United Kingdom, Irish and Commonwealth citizens may sit in the House of Lords. 
Additionally, a person may not sit in the House of Lords if he or she is the subject of a bankruptcy. 
A final restriction disqualifies an individual convicted of high treason from sitting in the House of Lords until completing his or her full term of imprisonment. An exception applies, however, if the individual convicted of high treason receives a full pardon. Note that an individual serving a prison sentence for an offence other than high treason is not automatically disqualified.  
Women were excluded from the House of Lords until the Life Peerages Act 1958, passed to address the declining number of active members. It allowed the creation of peerages for life. Women were immediately eligible and four were among the first life peers appointed. However, hereditary peeresses continued to be excluded until the passage of the Peerage Act 1963. 

 
Membership 
House of Lords has elected the Lord Speaker since 2006 who presides the House and makes sure that the proceedings are in order. 
Majority of the members support the Conservative Party (262 members), other members support Labour Party (180 members) who is currently in the opposition (full name of any opposition is Her Majesty's Most Loyal Opposition), then there are members of other political parties in the UK (such as Liberal Democrats, Democratic Unionist Party, Green Party etc.) and finally so-called crossbenchers who do not support any particular party. 
Members of the House of Lords receive no annual salary, but they have their expenses paid.

How undemocratic is the House of Lords? 
 
In 2018 Audit of UK Democracy, Sonali Campion, Sean Kippin and the Democratic Audit team examined how the UK’s deeply controversial current second chamber, the House of Lords, matches up to the criteria for liberal democracies with bi-cameral legislatures. They identified following problems: 
1. The House of Lords remains completely unelected. All peers can hold their seats until they die (if they want to) and are not accountable to or removable by citizens in any way.  
 
2. Costs are also enormous – the average peer claims over £25,800 in expenses and allowances per year. The House of Lords periodically hits the headlines due to expenses scandals which highlight the on-going openness of the Upper House to financial misuse. In 2014 Lord Hanningfield was suspended for a year after being convicted of abusing expenses claiming allowances for days when he was not working in the Lords. In 2015 Lord Sewel spent public money on drugs and sex workers and was forced to resign.  

 
3. The social diversity of membership in the House of Lords is quite low, even though it has slightly improved in this century. In 2018 there are now 204 female peers (26% of the total). In 2017 there were 51 black or minority ethnic peers (6% at that date).  

 
4. Although some member appointments are reviewed by a weak regulator (the House of Lords Appointments Commission), party nominations of peers seem to be only lightly and inadequately appraised. Many citizens and commentators believe that big party donors can still ‘buy’ peerages.  
 
5. Corruption and misbehavior allegations against peers highlights the problems that legistrators cause when they are accountable to no one and lack any effective oversight.  
 
6. Only people that can replace 91 hereditary peers are other hereditary peers (usually their children) which create extremely limited options. In effect this is just a self-perpetuating oligarchy selecting new members from among the aristocracy with a tiny ‘electorate’.  
 
7. Among all UK religions, only Church of England representatives still have seats in the Lords. The only other parliamentary chamber in the world to include representatives from the state religion is the Islamic Republic of Iran.  
 
8. For Prime Ministers and opposition leaders, the ability to appoint peers (without any limit) has been politically convenient. Nearly three-quarters of the 62 peers appointed in the second half of 2015 were former MPs, special advisers, or party aides. Only four academics and two non-governmental or other sector figures entered the Lords in this time. That means that little diversity or expertise is being brought into play by the current House.  
 
9. Territorial representation is especially poor, with limited representation of those outside south-east England.  
 
10. The Conservatives remain resistant to any bigger reform of the Lords of any kind, but especially to introduce elections even though all parties in the centre and on the left of UK politics are now committed to replace the Lords in favour of an elected Senate.

1. Reading
Votes for Women
Women has always had to fight for their rights – right to work, right to own possession, right to divorce. But there was still one important right that women didn't have – suffrage – which is the right to vote in elections. 

Beginning the mid-19th century women were interested in changing the laws that would grant them equal voting rights. Especially in the United Kingdom the movement called the suffragettes was very turbulent. 

Women’s Social and Political Union (WSPU) founded in 1903 led by Emmeline Pankhurst was organizing protests and holding parades. However, the campaign turned violent. The suffragettes were smashing windows, assaulted politicians, sabotaged railways, set fires to public offices and placed bombs. The suffragettes proudly called themselves terrorists and were getting gun licenses in great numbers. Luckily, this arson and bombing campaign didn't have many victims because their home-made bombs were unreliable and it stopped altogether with the outbreak of WWI. 

Votes-for-women protests were closely watched by the police and many members of WSPU were arrested. In prison they went on hunger strikes and were force-fed.  

After the war in 1918 the women union celebrated a partial victory as the Parliament granted the vote to women over the age of 30 that owned property, or were wives of householders, or graduated from university. The same year the law passed allowing women to be elected into the House of Commons. 

Only in 1928 the law was extended to all women over 21, granting women the vote on the same terms as men. 

In the USA women started to petition Supreme court in the early 1870s in hopes that the court would rule that women had constitutional rights to vote, but their lawsuits were turned away.  

In 1916 the National Woman's Party (NWP) was formed, a militant group focused on the women's suffrage. Over 200 NWP supporters, the Silent Sentinels, were arrested in 1917 while attacking the White House. The U.S. Congress adopted the Nineteenth Amendment to the Constitution in 1920 which says: "The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of sex."  

In the Czech Republic the road wasn't so difficult. Tax-paying women could vote by proxy as early as 1864. The first Czech female MP was elected to the House of Representatives in 1912. When Czechoslovakia declared independence, it was announced that "our democracy shall rest on universal suffrage. Women shall be placed on equal footing with men, politically, socially, and culturally”. The prominent figure of Czech feminism was Františka Plamínková (1875–1942). She became involved in feminism because she was a teacher and teachers were forbidden to marry. She became a politician and was elected into the Senate, a post she would hold until 1939. She was eventually arrested by Nazis and executed by shooting in 1942.
The movement for equal rights to vote was taking place in every European country. It only ended in 1971 when Switzerland adopted equal suffrage becoming the last European country to do so.

Fallacies are common errors in reasoning that will undermine the logic of your argument. Fallacies can be either illegitimate arguments or irrelevant points, and are often identified because they don't have evidence that supports their claim. 

4. Individual work

Read the definitions of common logical fallacies, then match them to the statements that could have been used to argue against women suffrage. 

Slippery Slope: This is a conclusion based on the hypothesis that if A happens, then eventually through a series of small steps, through B, C,..., X, Y, Z will happen, too, basically saying A will lead to Z. So, if we don't want Z to happen, A must not be allowed to happen either. 

Circular Argument: When a person’s argument is just repeating what they already thought earlier, it’s not arriving at any new conclusion.

Ad Hominem: This is an attack on the character of a person rather than their opinions or arguments. 

Red Herring: This is a distraction that doesn't address about the topic and would rather talk about something else.

Straw Man: This is when the someone attacks a position the opponent doesn’t really hold.

Appeal to Nature: When someone claims that only what's “natural” is good. Going against nature is going against good.

Argument from Ignorance: This position claims that if you don't know about something it cannot exist.

Appeal to emotion: This manipulates person's emotions instead of presenting any arguments.

Appeal to tradition: when someone argues that something is right because people have done this for a long time.

False dilemma: this argument only present two possible options in very complicated issues where more options exist.

A: “You don't see animals voting in an election, so why should women.

B: “Well, their leader Emmeline Pankhurst is hysterical and uneducated, so I can't support their cause.”

C: “These women want all politician that disagree with them to die!”

D: “We either arrest these protesters, or we appear weak.”

E: “Aren't you afraid what could happen if we allow women to vote? It could be the end of our civilization!”

F: “If we allow women to vote, later they would want to rule over men and put them in prison camps. We can't allow that to happen.”

G: “I don't know about any country in the world where it works.”

H: “Only men can vote. It's always been like that!”

I: “Women suffrage is against the law because it’s wrong; I know it’s wrong because it is against the law.”

J: “But men work long hours in factories and that's even a bigger problem.”
